This Grant Agreement is made and entered into, by and between:

Ministry of National Development Planning/National Development Planning Agency, the Republic of Indonesia (hereinafter reffered to as “Bappenas”), represented by Himawan Hariyoga, Secretary of Ministry of National Development Planning/Executive Secretary of National Development Planning Agency, as duly authorized official, for the purposes hereof.
Both hereinafter reffered to as the “Parties”, agree to conclude a Grant Agreement [pursuant to reference to prior agreement, e.g. LoI, if any]. The Grant Agreement consists of provisions, as follows:
1. PROJECT BACKGROUND
The grant project agreed by the Parties is [Title], hereinafter reffered to as the Project.

Bappenas in accordance with the task and function mandated on the Presidential Regulation of Republic of Indonesia Number __ of 2020 concerning [__________________________] emphasizes the Government of Indonesia efforts in __________________.

The Parties shall cooperate in implementing the Project in order to support the achievement of __________________ in accordance with relevant Indonesia national development plans and priorities.
2. PROJECT OBJECTIVE
2.1. The objective of the Project is to support determining long-term low carbon and resilient development policies and strategies in Indonesia.
2.2. The objective as described will be achieved through the following activity outputs:
(a) to develop a linked database of major industries in Indonesia;

(b) to analyse the profile of energy consumption in general (by type) for each industrial sub-sector;

(c) to develop a model to examine the major key factors (economic, social and environmental) which are driving energy consumption in the main industries and the potential energy substitution in each industry sub-sector;

(d) to identify the optimal energy saving alternatives from the industrial sub-sector along with the required investment; and

(e) to formulate policy recommendations for the required regulatory framework and develop an action plan for the implementation of energy efficiency in the industrial sector. 

2.3. The outcome expected as policy alternatives would deserve as an input to formulate in energy conservation policy of _____________.
3. PROJECT CONTRIBUTION
3.1. The total [Grantor] contribution equals up to €300.000 (three hundred thousand euro) which covers procurement, implementation, management, biannual meetings, monitoring and evaluation of the Project.
3.2. [Grantor] shall support Bappenas for regular reporting requirements as mandated by prevailing laws and regulations concerning grant administration.
4. PROJECT DURATION
The Parties anticipate that the Project will be implemented starting from the signed date of this Grant Agreement until 31st December 2019. This Grant Agreement covers the initial period of the Project and may be extended subject to review in accordance with a mechanism approved by the Parties and subject to the 2050 Facility approved budget allocation.
5. PROJECT LOCATION
The Project covered under this Grant Agreement will be implemented in piloted cities in Indonesia, i.e. ___________________. The Parties may propose another cities based on relevant plans, priorites, and/or prior assessment.
6. PROJECT UNDERTAKING AND STEERING COMMITEE
6.1. [Grantor] will undetake the following management and coordination functions to assist Bappenas with the implementation, progress, monitoring, and evaluation of the Project:

(a) contributing to finance the Project;
(b) conducting the Project procurement at its sole mechanism, procedure, and policy;
(c) nominating the qualified contractor to implement the Project;
(d) coordinating [Grantor] resources and experts for the Project implementation;

(e) maintaining conducive relationship with Bappenas, the Implementing Authorities, as well as the nominated contractor; and

(f) ensuring good governance in implementing the Project. 

6.2. Bappenas will undertake the following management and coordination functions to assist [Grantor] with the delivery of the Project:
(a) ensuring the overall coordination to the Implementing Authorities;
(b) nominating Project Director and personnels for technical implementation of the Project; 

(c) disseminating relevant information about the Project to the Implementing Authorities;
(d) facilitating engagement with relevant national and sub-national Government institutions in implementing the Project;
(e) ensuring the Implementing Authorities fulfill their grant administrative responsibilities as proportioned by the outcomes of the Project; and
(f) assisting [Grantor] and the nominated contractor to fulfill grant administrative requirements in accordance with prevailing laws and regulations in Indonesia.
6.3. Bappenas may specify and require [_____________] as the implementing authority(s) prior to the implementation of the Project, to carry out the following tasks and functions:
(a) to facilitate [Grantor] and Bappenas in disseminating and directing the Project in regards with its development plans, needs, priorities;

(b) to arrange regional action plan, if required, in connection with the determined Project design and plan;

(c) to fulfill administration requirements and to affirm as beneficiary on the handover certificate;

(d) to provide resources as prior mutually agreed, and commitement necessary for the achievement of the Project;

(e) to facilitate coordination of the Project with relevant local stakeholders; and

(f) to ensure that the implementation of the Project will not cause negative excess or harm to environment and pursuant to prevailing laws and regulations.
6.4. The Parties may designate a Project Steering Committee, chaired by Bappenas and [Grantor] for conducting the following functions:
(a) to conduct regular Project meeting on semi-annually basis or whenever proposed by the Parties;

(b) to diseminate information, stipulate annual work plan, update and review the implementation progress, resolve critical issues, and maintain conducive coordination among stakeholders; and

(c) to facilitate decision making process. 
7. PROJECT MANAGEMENT
7.1. The Parties may elaborate on further technical document(s) for generating strategic alignment and administrative requirement which will be deemed as an integral part of this Grant Agreement:
(a) annual work plan;
(b) standard operational procedure;
(c) grant handover certificate; and /or
(d) any other relevant documents mutually arranged by the Parties.
7.2. The implementation of this Grant Agreement constitutes a commitment by the Parties to apply good governance principles, as well as to prevent corruption, bribery, and misuse of funds.
7.3. Any personnels engaged in the Project under this Grant Agreement in the territory of the respective Party must obey, respect, not interfere with respective political independence, sovereignty, and territorial integrity, and avoid any inconsistent or irrelevant activities with the purpose and objective of this Agreement.
7.4. This Grant Agreement may be made publicly available by the Parties in accordance with their respective rules and procedures on data protection and disclosure. Any information and documents stated as “confidential” and exchanged between the Parties pursuant to this Grant Agreement are restricted for disclosure to any third parties, unless required for disclosure by prevailing laws and regulations, and subject to the Parties’ respective rules and procedures on data protection and disclosure.
7.5. In accordance with the cooperative nature of the Project, the Parties respect the utilisation of any intellectual property rights owned prior to the Project, and will co-own intellectual property rights developed within the Project activities.
7.6. [Grantor] shall support Bappenas for regular reporting requirements as mandated by prevailing laws and regulations concerning grant administration. The underlying administrative document will be the Handover Delivery Certificate (Berita Acara Serah Terima or BAST) submitted at least once a year, signed by Bappenas and [Grantor].
8. MONITORING, EVALUATION, AND REPORTING
8.1. The Parties will undertake regular monitoring and reporting of the Project activities. It will be undertaken by Bappenas and supported by [Grantor] appointed contractor in consultation with the Implementation Authorities to inform the progress, to manage risks, to continuously improve the delivery of the Project, and to prepare standard performance and effectiveness reporting. Reporting will include activity outputs, outcomes, and defined performance indicators and measures.
8.2. The Parties will jointly undertake Project monitoring and evaluation with input as relevant from Bappenas. [Grantor] shall undertake regular independent evaluations of the activities. The evaluations will typically be held in the near completion of the Project implementation period. Evaluations will be commissioned by [Grantor] and will be undertaken by contractor or [Grantor] independent assigned personnels to the Project.
8.3. The Parties shall jointly undertake monitoring and evaluation with input as relevant from the implementing authority(s), which be based on the following methods:

(a)
observation and site-visit;

(b)
questionnaires;

(c)
benchmarking with other institutions/work units;

surveys; and

(e)
focus groups discussion to provide direct feedback.
8.4. [Grantor] shall undertake regular reporting which contains outputs, outcomes, and defined performance indicators and measures to Bappenas.
9. COMMENCEMENT AND TERMINATION 

9.1. This Grant Agreement will take into effect on the date of full signature by both Parties.

9.2. Either Party at its sole discretion may advise the other Party of their withdrawal of participation in the Project.
9.3. Either Party may terminate this Grant Agreement by giving written notice of its intention to terminate to the other Party. In the event that written notice of termination is given, this Grant Agreement will terminate 3 (three) months after the date that the other party receives that notice of the intention to terminate.
9.4. The Parties shall take any necessary action to ensure that such termination will not be prejudicial to any activity in progress pursuant to this Grant Agreement.
9.5. Notwithstanding the termination of this Grant Agreement, any remaining administration and governance requirements, will be fulfilled and completed by the Parties.
10. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any different interpretations, issues, or disputes arises from the implementation of this Grant Agreement shall be settled through amicable consultations as the only way of achieving the peaceful settlement between the Parties.
11. COMMUNICATION AND CORRESPONDENCE
11.1. Notices and other communications under this Grant Agreement must be delivered in a written form and addressed to either Party and made to the address as set out herein, or to such other address as a Party previously notifies to the other.
